Job Duties:

Responsibilities include, but are not limited to: processing physical evidence for the development of latent prints; comparison of latent prints to known prints; taking notes and generating reports; testifying to findings in court; conducting research, method development and validation of new technical procedures; assisting with training of new examiners; performing technical review of casework; performing quality control and quality assurance related tasks.  The Senior Latent Print Examiner would have the additional responsibilities of the technical oversight of the Latent Print Section including supervisory responsibility of the Latent Print Section staff. Candidates will be subjected to a criminal history background check prior to permanent appointment.  

Minimum Qualifications:
Graduation from a regionally accredited college or university or one accredited by the New York State Board of Regents to grant degrees with a Bachelor’s Degree or higher in a natural science, forensic science, criminalistics or a closely related field and 

At least 100 hours of forensic science internship experience in a crime laboratory for the Latent Print Examiner I position or

Two (2) years of work experience, or its part-time equivalent, as a forensic examiner in the discipline of Latent Prints for the Latent Print Examiner II position or

Five (5) years of work experience, or its part-time equivalent, as a forensic examiner in the discipline of Latent Prints for the Latent Print Examiner III position or

Six (6) years of work experience, or its part-time equivalent, as a forensic examiner in the discipline of Latent Prints for the Senior Latent Print Examiner position.

A Master’s Degree in a natural science, forensic science, criminalistics or a closely related field can be substituted for one (1) year of the required work experience for the LPE II, LPE III, and Senior LPE position.
